This cytokine is involved in the regulation of a wide spectrum of biological processes
including cell proliferation, differentiation, apoptosis, lipid metabolism, and coagulation. This
cytokine has been implicated in a variety of diseases, including autoimmune diseases, insulin
resistance, and cancer. Knockout studies in mice also suggested the neuroprotective function
